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Everyone has rocked out with their air guitar, some set up their own band in their teenage years and some are lucky enough to make a living out of playing music. With the release of Guitar Hero, we’ve all been given a chance to step up to the mic and show the world what we’ve got. It Might Get Loud puts the emphasis back on the real guitar heroes. Davis Guggeheim, director of Gossip (2000) and the Oscar-winning An Inconvenient Truth (2006), has collaborated with some of the most respected and celebrated rockers in the history of music. It Might Get Loud puts the musicians and their talents centre stage, featuring the guys behind Led Zeppelin, U2 and The White Stripes. Electric guitar gods Jimmy Page (Led Zeppelin), The Edge (U2) and Jack White (The White Stripes) recount their personal stories in their own words, detailing the evolution of their original sounds. 

For music fans of all walks of life, this rockumentary gets up close and personal with three generations of musicians. The guys discuss their influences, musical tastes, experiences with the guitar and come face-to-face with each other for one almighty session. Audiences also get to witness some original music. On the selection of the three rockers, producer Thomas Tull said: “We wanted to show a wide range of styles and eras by focusing on three of the best players in the world, from three generations. Like many kids, I had a poster of Jimmy Page on my wall--he is a living legend. U2 is one of the greatest bands ever, and The Edge is a brilliant and distinctive player. Jack White is the new generation--cutting his own path but also keeping the guitar, and great guitar traditions, alive.”

It Might Get Loud is a sure-fire crowd pleaser; an entertaining documentary bound to inform the viewer while giving them something new. “I made this film for people like me, people who love music and the experience of a live show. When you love a band or a musician you want to know how and why they do what they do - what makes them tick. Davis was able to show this, to get inside these guys' worlds and inside their heads in a way I don't think any other music documentary has. I hope fans are as excited and fulfilled by seeing and hearing what he uncovered as I am,” said Tull.
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What became difficult was interweaving three distinct stories. “The most challenging part of the project was weaving these three stories together. Each guitarist comes from a different generation, has different roots, different theories - sometimes in direct conflict of one another,” said Guggenhein. “What I love about this movie, and what makes it so unique, is how the scale will change from Edge alone in his studio late night - to the three of them jamming on a Led Zeppelin track together with the volume full blast and the cameras capturing every angle.  I hope the audience will fall in love with these guys as much as I did. Not just as rock stars - that part is easy - but at individuals and artists who turned their individual life experiences into music: beautiful, raw, in-your-face, visceral, and transcendent.”
